It is certainly redundant to emphasize that all
thoughts which are antithetical to “joy and gladness
of heart” are not from the Yetzer Tov. This is
explained at length in numerous places, for instance
in the Tanya, as noted in the index at the end.
[Furthermore] from the words of the Rambam at the
end of Hilchos Lulav, it is clear that even repentance
must be specifically with joy and gladness of heart.
He describes [joy] as one of the most important
elements in the service of Hashem, and not a mere
enhancement, calling it, “A great service.” To stress
this point would be superfluous.

I have enclosed a check from one of the funds of my
esteemed father-in-law, the Rebbe, the leader of the
Jewish People. The money should be used for one of
your activities, or better yet, for two of them. May
Hashem fulfill the saying of our Sages (Bava Basra
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15b), “One who receives a coin from Iyov is blessed,
for it says of him [iyov] that he was a complete and
righteous person.” All of this applies to my esteemed
father-in-law, the Rebbe. One may easily understand
this.[1]

I will read your Pidyon Nefesh during an auspicious
hour at the holy resting-place of my esteemed father-
in-law, the Rebbe, of saintly memory.
