Blessing and greetings!

I received your letter, in which you respond to what
was conveyed to you in my name, and you write that
there are certain aspects that you agree with, while
others you do not wish to accept, and therefore they

would be somewhat coerced etc.

This approach is entirely not correct when setting out

to establish a path in life.

It is clear that everyone desires to have a happy
life, and happiness in life—both in quality and
quantity—depends specifically on Hashem. The
question, therefore, is not what a person wants or
doesn't want, but rather about understanding the
‘what' and 'who' that happiness depends on, and
under what conditions one can practically hope for

true happiness.

I told [name] when he was here that a wife can either
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be a help or a hindrance to her husband. Although it's
difficult to predict with certainty how the relationship
will unfold over the years, a crucial aspect to consider
is the relationship between the young couple and
how they consider each other's perspectives before
marriage. This is something that needs to be clarified
by you (and anyone else considering marriage) as

much as possible.

As it pertains to him, [I told him that] he should not
conceal anything from regarding his current outlook
on life, and he should ask you clearly what your

conclusion about your feelings towards his views are.

If you choose, as you have written in your letter above,
to conduct your life according to your own desires,
without considering the will of the Almighty and His
commandments -which He gave to every member

of the Jewish nation- then you aught to carefully
examine the question of marriage and this shidduch in

general.

Since [name] asked for my opinion and approval, and
as expressed, also my blessing, I can, from my end,
wholeheartedly agree [to the match] only if I see the
maximum potential for a happy life together, and this
depends on their commitment to building their life on
the foundation of Torah and mitzvot, as articulated in
the Shulchan Aruch - not individual interpretations
that may agree with certain aspects but not others -
since Hashem promises that following His ways, as He

instructed us, guarantees a life of blessing and success.
