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When he was a child, he once asked his father, the
Rebbe Rashab, why a person was created with two
eyes. His father answered that with the right eye, one
should look at others with a positive and generous
view, and with the left eye, one should look critically at

the material temptations of this world.

Considering that for many people, their prayers take
place in the middle of their business dealings and
worldly affairs, and yet they still pause and dedicate
time to pray before Hashem, this alone strengthens the
positive within them and helps them shift toward a

Torah-based way of life, even in their daily affairs.

Of course, one should not always openly announce this
perspective, so that it does not serve as a justification for
improper behavior. However, on a personal level, one
should be aware of this framework—to view others with
the right eye, with a positive outlook. This approach

makes it easier to deal with such situations.
