Berachah v’shalom!

In response to your letter from the 14th
of Cheshvan, in which you write that this
year you do not feel as interested as last
year in teaching the students of your class,
since they do not have the same abilities to

grasp the learning as the previous class—

It is, in fact, quite understandable that on
the contrary, this very situation should
awaken in you an even greater enthu-
siasm and a stronger-than-usual desire
to raise these students to their proper
level. For this is, after all, the essence of
a person’s purpose: to refine and elevate
their portion in the world, in accordance

with the particular talents that Hashem
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has granted them.

Especially when one has been blessed
with a gift for chinuch (education) and
influence upon youth, this is the very
purpose of one’s creation: to increase

light in the world through spreading “the

lamp of mitzvah and the light of Torah.”

And lefum tza’ara agra — “according
to the effort is the reward.” Indeed, it
is precisely such students, whose talents
are less developed, who represent the
most “beautiful portion” and opportu-
nity through which one fulfills the will
of the Creator.

The attribute of the Holy One, blessed
be He, is middah k’neged middah—measure
for measure — yet multiplied many times
over: when a person fulfills the will of
Hashem, even though the yetzer hara at-
tempts to persuade them that it is difficult,
Hashem in turn fulfills the person’s own

good-hearted desires.

May it be Hashem’s will that with renewed
strength and vitality, you invest yourself
in improving the situation of your class,
that they may advance step by step and
level by level; and may you see good fruits
from your labor.

One mitzvah leads to another — un-
til you will soon be able to report that
your students are truly excelling, and that
Hashem has granted you to find your good
zivug (match) — good both materially and
