a. Matters of refuah (healing) should
be utilized as early as possible, in order
to hasten recovery.

b. In matters of Talmud Torah in gen-
eral, every day is something irretrievably
lost — since there is no way to make up
for missed moments of Torah; every mo-
ment carries its own unique value.

c. It is well known, and seen clearly,
that “the day itself brings influence” and
“a meritorious matter is brought about on
an auspicious day” Therefore, in the days
of Kislev, especially as we approach yud
and yud-tes Kislev, the success in hafatzas

ha’mayanos is even greater.

In connection with this, I was also some-
what surprised by the wording you used
regarding your wife, the Rebbetzin — that
she “promises to help, with Hashem’s
help.” This is a somewhat lukewarm ex-
pression—especially when taking into con-
sideration her background and upbring-
ing, and the influence she was meant to
receive (and surely did receive) from her
husband — a graduate of Tomchei Temim-
im — regarding these very matters, etc.

However, since our Sages said that
lo ha’midrash ikkar ella ha’maaseh — the
main thing is not the exposition, but the
deed — I hope that none of the above
will hinder the practical fulfillment of all
that must be done — doing everything

necessary in practice to reduce obstacles,

concealments, and hindrances.

Surely you will make full use of the day
of yud-tes Kislev and especially the fifth
night of Chanukah, and may Hashem grant

you success.

In response to your letter, in which you
write that although you have been study-
ing in Yeshivas Tomchei Temimim for over
a year, you nevertheless do not feel any

change within yourself, etc.:

It is known from the ruling of our Sages,
of blessed memory, that ein adam me’id
al atzmo — a person cannot testify about
himself, for he is considered “close to
himself,” i.e., legally biased. Just as in
nigleh one’s own testimony is invalid —
whether for merit or for liability — so
too in inyanei ha’lev, with regard to the
inward duties of the heart.

In my opinion, this is nothing but a
tactic of the yetzer hara, which wants to
disrupt you from ascending the path that
leads upward to the House of Hashem,

using all sorts of varied machinations.

Even if it is true that you could have
progressed more — chas veshalom to say
that there has been no change whatsoever
over the course of twelve months. As it is
written: midvar sheker tirchak — “Distance

yourself from falsehood.”

And in order for you to begin to actually
feel this change openly (though it is not
entirely clear why the feeling itself is nec-
essary), and — more importantly — in
order to maximize this improvement in
all possible ways:

Be careful with tevilas Ezra (mikvah
before davening);

give a small coin to tzedakah each
weekday before davening;

and study pnimiyus haTorah before
davening.

As a result, your tefillah will be more
readily received — for the beginning of
a person’s requests in the twelve middle
blessings of shmoneh esrei is Chaneinu mei’it-
cha chachmah, binah, v’daas — “grant us
understanding, wisdom, and knowledge
from You.” And indeed: de’ah kanisah —
mah chasarta? — having acquired under-

standing, what more can you possibly lack?

With blessings that you study the Torah
of Hashem with diligence and persever-
ance, with yiras Shamayim, and that you
perform the mitzvos with hiddur — and

for good news in all the above.
