Shalom u’vracha!

Your letter from the end of Tishrei arrived
in due time. Even if we were to assume
that you are entirely correct in all the
matters you write about, and also in your
explanations — the conclusion you draw
— a spirit of discouragement, despondency,
and despair — is completely without basis

and entirely incorrect.

All the more so since the assumption is
itself incorrect. As explained elsewhere:
what you describe would indeed be accu-
rate if there were but a single soul, the
same soul praying [being also the one
that thinks and ponders on the foreign
thoughts. But in fact, there are two souls,
each waging war against the other in the
person’s mind] etc. See also Igeres HaKo-

desh, at the end of section 25; Torah Or,
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Shir HaMa’alos, and several other places.

Based on what is stated in all the
above, it is clear that — on the contrary
— the conditions and emotional states you
describe are capable of awakening great
and powerful inspiration. Admittedly, this
too requires siya’ata d’Shmaya, Heavenly
assistance — indeed, even more so than

in many other matters.

The advice for this is: give tzedakah to
another — meaning, bring another Jew
closer to Torah and mitzvos and to pnimiyus
haTorah. In this way, one is also drawn

closer from Above.

Disturbances and protracted back-and-
forth in this matter diminish one’s Torah
and mitzvos. They are not merely a waste
of time, without benefit, but in fact cause

real harm.

You should compel yourself to follow the
seder of the yeshivah, and also influence
your friends in this — through your words,
and even more so by serving as a dugma
chayah, a living example, of how a tomim
should conduct himself — and strengthen

your efforts in drawing others close as well.

And when the yetzer hara approaches once
again with a proposal to enter into back-
and-forth with claims and counterclaims,
do not engage in any of it. Explain to it
that you are a servant — even if only an

for his own concerns, aside from the ser-
vice of his master; he is not permitted
to waste time, even for a debate related

to his role in serving his master.

Regarding your question about the details
of how to arrange your studies and their
times: you are present in yeshivas Tomchei
Temimim. This should not be merely a
physical fact of presence in a particular
location; you must also be present in all
your matters. Simply put, one must follow
and do as directed by the rosh mesivta and

the mashpia of the yeshivah.

With blessings for good news in all the
above, and as is well known, our Sages
ruled: kol d’pashit, ma’alei tfei — “the sim-
pler and more straightforward the path,

the more effective it is.”
