It was a pleasure to receive your regards
through the Rabbi Shlomo Zalman Hecht.
As per your request, you and the members
of your household, will be mentioned
at the holy tziyun (Ohel) of my revered
father-in-law, the Rebbe, of blessed and

saintly memory.

Knowing your regard for the matters of
Lubavitch and Chabad, and in accordance
with the statement of our Sages that
ma’alin bakodesh, “we ascend in holiness,”
and what greater holiness is there than a

good and caring attitude toward fellow
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Rabbi Yitzchak Ayizik: Small.
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Jews, which is a fundamental principle of
the Torah, as Rabbi Akiva said regarding
the verse “You shall love your fellow as
yourself” — I am therefore strengthened
in my hope that you will continue to in-
crease in this regard.

In particular, as the time for delib-
eration concerning the matters of the
Keren Hatzalah (rescue fund) of your holy
community and its allocations is surely
approaching, you will certainly translate
your good thoughts into deed. Especial-
ly since the need for this assistance is
steadily growing — as is surely known
to you — to the point that the urgency
has broken through even the barriers of
the newspapers, and they too have begun
to take interest in the situation of the
hundreds upon hundreds of thousands

of our fellow Jews of Sephardic origin.

In matters such as these, I am reminded
of the saying of my revered father-in-
law, the Rebbe: When he arrived in the
United States for the second time he said
that although it is the common custom
not to desire competition or imitation,
nevertheless the approach of Lubavitch
in general, and his approach in particular
wasthat he would wish the number to
increase of those who wish to work in

his fields of activity, and in his manner.

It is noteworthy that in this matter as

well — as in so many areas of my revered
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father-in-law’s activities — we see a strik-
ing parallel to the conduct of the Nesi’ei
Yisrael in earlier generations. The Nasi
of our time is described in the Tikkunei
Zohar as “an extension of Moshe.”

[When Eldad and Medad began to
prophesy in the camp,] Yehoshua — Moshe’s
devoted attendant, who “did not depart
from the Tent” — urged Moshe to re-
strain them. Our Sages explain that he
meant Moshe should place them under
communal authority so as to limit their
independent role. Yet Moshe immediately
responded: “If only all of Hashem’s people
were prophets, that Hashem would place
His spirit upon them.”

In other words, Moshe did not insist
that divine inspiration must come only
through him — as earlier it had been de-
scribed: “I will draw from the spirit that is
upon you and place it upon them.” Rather,
he welcomed the possibility that Hashem
would grant His spirit to others directly.

Accordingly, heartfelt thanks in ad-
vance for your efforts, to the best of your
ability, in allocating assistance for our work
in the above matters, and in the greatest

measure possible.
