Shalom w’vrachah!

In response to your letter from Rosh
Chodesh Adar, a month in which marbin
b’simchah, in which you write concerning
the matter of kibbutz galuyos, kibbutz kol
shivtei yisrael, and regarding what is stat-
ed, “Hikabtz’u,” and from this you derive

several conclusions — in reply to them:

1) We have nothing but this Torah. Before
undertaking any action, one must clarify
the rulings of our holy Torah — whether
it falls within the category of obligation,
prohibition, or permissibility. This is the
litmus test for evaluating such initiatives.

In this context, regarding your inquiry
about the non-Jews of the Japanese nation
and the investigations concerning their
origins, it is clear that according to the

Shulchan Aruch, they are non-Jews in all

respects, and all the halachic definitions
and conduct outlined in the Shulchan
Aruch apply to them — including those
concerning the acceptance of converts,
and certainly regarding efforts to convert.
From this, the simple conclusion is that
there is no place for the activities you
describe; and certainly, chas v’shalom, it
is not to be suggested that this delays
the Geulah, etc.

2) Regarding your investigation about
the delay of our geulah: it is astonishing
to search in hidden matters and strained
explanations, when our Sages have openly
stated (Sanhedrin 97b) that “all the appoint-
ed times have passed,” and “the matter de-
pends solely on teshuvah and good deeds.”
And in the words of our great teacher
the Rambam (Hilchos Teshuvah 7:5): “The
Torah has promised that in the end the
Jewish people will repent at the conclusion
of their galus, and immediately they will
be redeemed.”

Therefore, instead of seeking tactics
as to how to influence the Japanese na-
tion, it is incumbent on each and every
one to utilize his strengths and ability to
influence Bnei Yisrael to do teshuvah. “Lo
hamidrash ikar ela hamaaseh” — the main
thing is not study but action — that they
increase in concrete deeds in daily life,

and especially those who are in the Land
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All the appointed times... in repentance: See also above,
letter 4,062.
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“upon which the eyes of Hashem are from
the beginning of the year until the end
of the year.”

3) It is likewise understood that since the
entire Jewish nation constitutes a complete
structure — as it is written, “Atem nitzavim
hayom kulchem... from your heads... to
your water-drawers” — thus, every indi-
vidual who adds within his own daled amos
in Torah study and in fulfilling mitzvos
with hiddur, thereby automatically adds
vitality to the entire structure, analogous

to the physical human body.

4) And just as in the physical body, the
more the soul’s vitality is revealed, the
more the body’s health is perfected —
so too, and even more so, the more one
adds in the nishmasa d’Oraisa through the
study of Pnimiyus HaTorah and conduct in
accordance with its guidance and customs,
this adds to the gufa d’Oraisa, and through
this also to the body of the Jewish person.

Elaboration on a matter so straight-

forward is unnecessary.

With blessing for besuros tovos in the very
near future — that you that you direct
vigorous activity with the required energy,
to strengthen Yiddishkeit and its mitzvos

wherever your influence extends —
