to you at the time.

Even if a number of students have
left, it is self-evident that one must not
lower the standards of an educational
institution for the sake of a few students,
particularly when they are not careful in
matters that run contrary to the spirit of
Chabad. Accordingly, the matters about
which you write are out of the question.

At the same time, as with all conduct
in Lubavitch, matters must be approached
b’darchei noa’am—pleasantly and gently—
without yielding on principles. That is to
say, chas v’shalom to expel students, but
rather to explain to them the negative na-
ture of these behaviors and how they are
contrary to their own good, and so forth.

The essential point is not, as is the
approach of certain baalei mussar, to elab-
orate at length and devote the greater part
of one’s time and effort to describing evil.
On the contrary, the primary effort and
explanation should center on portraying
the uplifting quality of true good.

In simple terms: there should be an
increase in farbrengens with them (obvi-
ously, in a manner suited to their level
of understanding), sharing Chabad stories,
Chabad niggunim, and even Chabad dances,
and so on.

(It is also understood that installing a
radio in the school would undermine any

possibility of forbidding radios in their

private rooms or dormitories, where there
is no supervision over what they might

choose to hear.)

Since you make no mention of your health,
I trust that it has improved; yehi ratzon

And in anticipation of the upcoming chag
haPesach, may it arrive for us and the en-
tire Jewish people for good and blessing,
may you and your entire family celebrate
