After a very long interval, your letter was
received. Thank you for the good news
regarding the improvement in your health.
Concerning what you wrote about the
farbrengens and the positive results which
are visible even to the eye; still, these
are not comparable to the true spiritual
fruits, though the yetzer confuses matters
with various ploys, among them casting
doubt on the benefit of the farbrengens, as

explained in maamarei da”ch and in sichos.

... Regarding what you wrote about the
statements of the doctor treating you, and
how the work of ... is difficult for you,
especially while also engaging in Chabad
matters, and thus your concern that you
may need to reduce your involvement in

these activities, etc.:

It is remarkable that, apparently, you do
not sense the choshech kaful uw’mechupal of
this time of galus, even when it is pointed
out directly. Not only that, but you come
to conclusions contrary to what is proper
and against sound reasoning. Had you
reflected on what I wrote in my previous
letter and read it upon receipt without the
bias of improper desires, you would have
seen that the matter of ... is presently not
suitable for you. Since I had not merited
that my words be accepted, a doctor had
to come and tell you the same, though
in harsher terms, attributing the matter
to the body rather than the soul.

And even this did not bring clarity;
indeed—after requesting your pardon—
you reached a conclusion opposite to the
intended one, namely that you should
withdraw from even your current involve-
ment in Chabad matters, focusing solely

on ...

I do not know whether additional words
will add anything, since it has already been
shown and pointed out directly what you
should engage in. Yehi ratzon that very
soon, b’chesed u’v’rachamim, you begin
to fulfill your true role in your current
place—the role that was yours from the
moment you arrived there. All other mat-
ters are secondary. Carry out this work
besimchah uvetuv levav, for now you have

finally grasped what I intended.
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It is not hidden from me that issues
of physical parnasah are involved; yet the
yeshiva of ... can support you and your
household, in a dignified manner. Indeed,
this would bring far greater benefit than
any salary you would receive otherwise. If
only you had done this two or three years
ago, when you were physically stronger
and your surroundings spiritually health-
ier. The matter depends entirely on your

own will.

With blessing for success in all the above.

PS. It is not surprising that, since these are
“worldly” matters, some wise businessmen
from the Chabad community in ... may
try to explain that my reasoning does
not seem correct to them, or that it is
unconvincing, etc. You have my approval
to explain to them also in my name: In
truth, my opinion is that all Anash who
came from Russia ... should earn their
livelihood through direct involvement in
the yeshiva of ..., (for in any event their
hashpa’ah is already drawn through the
merit of the yeshiva. It is only by insisting
on cloaking their livelihood in material-
istic forms—through trade in “markets
and streets,” with most alarming pizur
hanefesh—that additional concealments
and barriers arise since the hashp’ah must

now descend through more levels, adding
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impurities, i.e. undesirable expenses, like
medical bills etc. etc. rachmana litzlan).
Halevai that they would choose, at
least from now on, the aforementioned
form of livelihood, with fewer conceal-
ments, then their own needs and those
of their households, even the physical
ones—would be met with far greater
satisfaction, not to mention less pizur
hanefesh. Moreover, they would invest
their knowledge, strength, and effort in
matters of genuine substance. There is no
need to elaborate further on this obvious
point. Rather, much to our chagrin, every
person understands and explains clearly
when reading the words in a sefer, and
even when explaining them with regard
to another, yet when one begins to speak
while applying them to oneself, all the
shaklah vetarya—the logical reasoning and
counterarguments—vanishes, as if it had

never existed, veda”l.

It is understood and obvious that none of
the above implies any kepeidah etc., but
sof sof it is finally time to recognize the
truth, even when only set openly before
them, let alone when emphasized and

highlighted as above.
