in the place, and under the circumstances
most suited to him.

This is explicitly written in Scripture
(Koheles 3:11) and is among the fundamen-
tals of our faith — lefum gamla shichna,
“according to the strength of the camel
is its load.”

As explained in Chassidus (and under-
stood logically), a person is given all the
strengths necessary to fulfill the mission
assigned to him.

Therefore, to dwell upon how things
might have been “if only they were differ-
ent” is mere speculative thinking, with no
bearing whatsoever to practical action. In
fact, it can actually discourage any moti-
vation to improve the present situation,
as experience has shown.

Even in the present circumstances, it
is certain that the choice remains entire-
ly in the hands of all those involved, to
fulfill the verse, “See, I have set before
you... and you shall choose life.”

Moreover, since all those involved are,
to one degree or another, connected with
the teachings of Chassidus — the inner
light and essence of the Torah — their
task is thereby made that much easier.
May it be Hashem’s will that you soon
share good news regarding all the above.
